SCHOOL WEAR 
2 pairs charcoal grey trousers 
5 white shirts - short sleeved shirts may be worn in Summer 
2 maroon pullovers *** with school logo 
1 pair of sturdy, black leather shoes 
2 School ties - 6th Form design *** with school logo 
8 pairs of plain, dark socks - all socks should have a 3" name  
9 tape loop sewn onto the welt 
1 warm and waterproof jacket or coat 
1 navy cagoule 

   (Navy/black jacket/blazer – optional) 
 

Jewellery is not to be worn with School uniform.  Ear-rings are not  

  allowed at any time. 

 

ALL items should be CLEARLY NAMED 
 

GAMES AND SPORTS CLOTHING  
1 cobolt/navy winter polo shirt  
1 cobolt/white summer polo shirt 
2 pairs navy/colbolt football shorts 
2 pairs football socks, navy (one size larger than normal) 
1 pair swimming trunks, hat and goggles 
1 bath towel for swimming and showers 
1 track suit  
1 base layer leggings and top (optional) 
1 navy games hoodie (optional) 
1 pair football boots 
1 pair of gym shoes, non-marking sole for use in the gym 
1 pair training shoes, non-marking sole for use in the Sports Hall 

 

ALL items must be of the style and colour obtainable 

from the School Outfitters. 
 

NB  For cricket team players in the Summer Term only,  
white shirt, white sweater, white cricket flannels, white socks and  
white cricket boots.

     OWN CHOICE CLOTHING 
Casual clothing may be worn after the working day.  Items of informal  
dress should be tasteful and appropriate to the occasion for which they  
are worn.  Extremes of fashion are not acceptable.  On occasions such  
as theatre visits, lectures, dances etc. formal clothing is worn.

1 shoe cleaning outfit 
8 coat hangers - some with trouser bar 
1 wallet 
1 laundry bag available from Rawcliffes 
1 unbreakable beaker or mug, knife, fork and spoon

Any boy leaving items in store at School should have a trunk or case  
large enough to take all his belongings.  His initials should be painted  
 
at each end.  He should also have an overnight case  
for occasional visits away from School.
